Rule 8024-1. Entry of Judgment and Notice

Subject to Federal Rule of Bankruptcy Procedure 8025(a), the clerk of bankruptcy court shall file
and enter the judgment and any opinion on the docket of the case or proceeding and the
bankruptcy court shall enter such further order or judgment as may be appropriate. If judgment
of the district court is appealed to the court of appeals, upon receipt of a copy of the judgment
and any opinion by the court of appeals from the clerk of the court of appeals under Fed. R. App.
P. 36, but subject to Fed. R. App. P. 41, the clerk of bankruptcy court shall file and enter the
judgment, mandate and any opinion on the docket of the case or proceeding, and the bankruptcy
court shall enter such further order or judgment as may be appropriate.
